LIQUID BITUMINOUS SPECIFICATIONS 
 
 
HFRS-2P MATERIAL: 
 
The Logan County Engineer’s Office plans to purchase approximately 360,000 gallons of high float rapid 
setting polymer modified anionic asphalt emulsion (HFRS-2P) for use in its 2017 chip seal program. 
 
The bidder shall indicate on the bid form the type of polymer modifier (such as SBS, SBR) that is being 
bid.  Failure to specify the modifier may result in the bid being rejected. 
 
Enclosed is the required specification for the HFRS-2P.   
 
The bidder shall provide a JMF of the emulsion considered for use when submitting the unit price bid 
form.  HFRS-2P test results shall be submitted on individual batches being supplied to the county during 
delivery.  The HFRS-2P test procedures shall follow the specified test listed on the following page.  The 
HFRS-2P test results shall indicate that the emulsion supplied by your company achieves the project 
specifications.   
 
At any time during production and delivery the County reserves the right to extract a random sample of 
emulsion being considered for use.  Such sample will be submitted by the County to an independent 
laboratory for testing to confirm that the material sampled is in accordance with the project specifications. 
 
MWS-90 MATERIAL 
 
The Logan County Engineer’s Office plans to purchase approximately 13,500 gallons of anionic medium 
to high setting asphalt emulsion for use in its 2017 roadway maintenance operations. 
 
MWS-90 shall be supplied conforming to The Ohio DOT required specification.   
 
 
MATERIAL 
 
Use the enclosed separate Unit Price Contract form to establish unit prices for the year for the HFRS2-P 
and MWS-90 emulsion available from your company.   
 
For any bid where total sum of the unit price multiplied by estimated quantity exceeds $50,000.00 a bid 
guarantee will be required.  The bid guarantee must be a bid bond or certified check in the amount of 5% 
of the total bid price (sum of estimated quantity multiplied by the unit price).  Failure to submit a proper bid 
bond, if required, will automatically invalidate the bid. 
 
Vendor shall supply a copy of the Safety Data Sheet (SDS) for the product, where applicable, when 
submitting the unit price bid form.  
 
 
DELIVERY: 
 
Delivery of all materials shall be of the type and kind and in quantities and at times as the County 
Engineer or his authorized assistant may so order. Delivery will be in transport quantities.  Ordering will 
occur up to 12 hours before delivery is requested.  Failure to timely deliver ordered quantities of liquid 
shall be cause for termination of the contract.   
 
The bidder shall supply on his bid sheet a telephone number to be used for ordering and the name of the 
contact person.

OHIO REVISED CODE 
SECTION 3517.13 

Ohio Revised Code Section 3517.13 I(3) and J(3) requires that no agency or department of this 
state or any political subdivision shall enter into any contract for the purchase of goods costing 
more than ten thousand dollars with a corporation, individual, partnership or other 
unincorporated business, association, including, without limitation, a professional association 
organized under Chapter 1785 of the Revised Code, estate, or trust unless the contract includes a 
certification that the individuals named in Revised Code, estate, or trust unless the contract 
includes a certification that the individuals named in Revised Code Sections 3517.13 (I)(1) and 
(J)(1) are in compliance with the aforementioned provisions.  The bidder is required to complete 
the affidavit provided.
