If for any reason, the bidder fails to enter into the contract, and the contracting authority awards the contract to the next
lowest bidder, the bidder and the surety on the bidder's bond are liable to the county for a penal sum not to exceed the
amount of the bond. If county does not award the contract to the next lowest bidder but resubmits the project for bidding,
the bidder failing to enter into the contract is liable to the county a penal sum not to exceed the amount of the bond for the
costs in connection with the resubmission of printing new contract documents, required advertising, and printing and
mailing notices to prospective bidders.
